	If a PDCP entity is associated with two RLC entities in either CA duplication or with a split bearer in DC, and if one of the RLC entities is released and the PDCP entity is not reconfigured within the same RRCReconfiguration message, the PDCP will still maintain the moreThanOneRLC field even though it now has only one associated RLC entity.
