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Introduction
The IAB SI phase ended in December 2018 [1] with a recommendation to move forward to the WI phase. Several decisions related to IAB architecture and protocol stacks were made, including the decision to specify a new Adaptation layer above the RLC layer at the IAB node. It has been generally felt that the name of this new layer should be changed from Adaptation layer to something more appropriate that better reflects the functionality of this protocol layer. In this contribution we offer a suggestion for consideration.
 
Multi-hop Adaptation Protocol (MAP) Layer
Two main function of the Adaptation layer are as follows:
· Routing of PDCP PDUs across a multi-hop IAB network from the donor DU to the serving IAB node
· Mapping of UE bearers to appropriate RLC channels – one-to-one mapping and many-to-one mapping
At a high level, the main purpose of the Adaptation layer is to adapt the RAN protocol stack to operate across a multi-hop IAB network. This is one of the reasons it started out being called Adaptation layer. In keeping with the spirit of that original name we propose to call this new layer Multi-hop Adaptation Protocol (MAP) layer.

Conclusion
In this contribution we provided a suggestion for renaming the new Adaptation layer being specified for IAB. The following proposal was offered for consideration:
