RLC

The RLC sublayer provides the following functions for SL:

-
Segmentation and reassembly of RLC SDUs, for broadcast, groupcast and unicast;

-
RLC SDU discard function for broadcast, groupcast and unicast;

A UM RLC entity is configured to submit/receive RLC PDUs for user packets of SL broadcast, groupcast or unicast. If SBCCH is used for SL (see Section 5.2 for physical layer synchronization), a TM RLC entity is configured to submit/receive RLC PDUs for control information. RLC AM is not supported for SL broadcast.

RLC AM support for SL groupcast is deprioritized

Sidelink groupcast aspects

For SL groupcast, both platoon groups and groups w/o leader case are supported. For the platoon groups, any member of the platoon can perform groupcast transmission. 

No group-based PC5 RRC connection is needed for SL groupcast. 

RRM/RLM based AS level link management procedure developed for unicast are not applicable to groupcast for groups w/o leader.

Any UEs configured to receive a group destination Layer 2 ID shall be allowed to receive the groupcast transmission, in regardless of the “minimum communication range”.
