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1 Introduction

According to the report of the email discussion [104#60] [1] for the platooning case, group leader visibility issue in AS layer and/or gNB is pending. 
	Proposal 4:         Whether the design need to support platoon leader being visible in AS layer depends on RAN1 progress
Proposal 12       FFS whether group leader information be shared with gNB, depends on whether platoon leader is visible in AS layer.


This contribution is to discuss whether the group leader visibility is necessary in AS layer.
2 Discussion
(1) Whether group leader is visible in AS layer

In the platooning scenario of Figure 1, Vehicle A which takes the role of group leader and Vehicles B, C, D which become member of the platoon group can exchange V2X messages in groupcast mode. Since RAN2 in [1] supports the case where any member of the platoon can perform groupcast transmission, any Vehicles A to D in Figure 1 can support SL Mode 1 as well as SL Mode 2s for its SL resource scheduling. 
If we assume that SL Mode 2(d) is supported then the role of scheduling UE of SL Mode 2(d) can be taken by any vehicle and it does not have to be restricted to a leader Vehicle A. As an example Vehicle B can be selected as scheduling UE and AS layer of Vehicle B performs the SL Mode 2(d) operation for other member vehicles including Vehicle A. 
Therefore the group leader visibility is not necessary in AS layer regardless of support of SL Mode 2(d). For AS layer the information whether a UE is transmitting UE or receiving UE is enough even for groupcast mode.

Proposal 1. The design does not need to support platoon leader being visible in AS layer.
(2) Whether gNB needs to be informed of group leader
As discussed in (1), SL Mode 1 operation can be performed by any member vehicle in transmission. The resource allocation and configuration by gNB is available for any TX UE in the platooning group. 
If we assume SL Mode 2(d) is supported and gNB can configure scheduling UE of SL Mode 2(d), any member vehicle can be selected as scheduling UE regardless of group leader with consideration of other conditions for scheduling UE. 

Proposal 2. The design does not need to support platoon leader being visible in gNB.
3 Conclusion

Based on the above, RAN2 is requested to discuss and capture the following proposals:
Proposal 1. The design does not need to support platoon leader being visible in AS layer.
Proposal 2. The design does not need to support platoon leader being visible in gNB.
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
