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1 	Introduction
At RAN2 #104 meeting, UE behavior if emergency call is not supported in the current cell was discussed. However, there was no agreement, as per below:

In this contribution, we discuss whether any clarification on UE behaivor needs to be specified in the current 38.304. 
2	Discussion
In 3GPP TS 36.304 [1], 5.2.9 specifies UE behavior in Camped on Any Cell state. One of them is: 
-	if the UE supports voice services and the current cell does not support emergency call as indicated in System information specified in TS 36.331 [3], the UE should perform cell selection/ reselection to an acceptable cell of any supported RAT regardless of priorities provided in system information from current cell, if no suitable cell is found.
It needs to be clarified how the above sentence is added.
	LTE Rel-8
	No emergency call service is provided. So, it seems preferable for a Rel-8 UE which is unable to find any LTE suitable cell, or with no USIM, to camp on a CS-supporting cell. 
	In 36.304 v.8.4.0, it is specified 
-	if the UE supports CS voice services, the UE should select an acceptable cell of any supported RAT which provides access to the CS domain. 
	LTE Rel-9
	Emergency call (i.e. IMS emergency service) is provided. So, the above sentence is updated in 36.304 v.9.0.0 as below: 
-	if the UE supports voice services and the current cell does not support emergency call as indicated in System information specified in [3], the UE should perform cell selection/ reselection to an acceptable cell of any supported RAT regardless of priorities provided in system information from current cell, if no suitable cell is found.
Based on the above observations, the sentence is added due to a legacy LTE Rel-8 UE. One may argue that either voice-only or data-only capable UE in NR needs to perform cell-reselection if the current cell does not support emergency call. But it seems not crystal clear whether it can be really happened. According to the definition of acceptable cell, it is clearly stated i.e. 
· An "acceptable cell" is a cell on which the UE may camp to obtain limited service (originate emergency calls and receive ETWS and CMAS notifications). Such a cell shall fulfil the following requirements, which is the minimum set of requirements to initiate an emergency call and to receive ETWS and CMAS notification in an NR network
"Such a cell" means that the UE will check whether it can provide limited service or not before performing cell selection. Moreover, when the UE is in Any Cell Selection state, it is specified in 5.2.7 
-	the UE shall attempt to find an acceptable cell of any PLMN to camp on, trying all RATs that are supported by the UE. The UE, which is not camped on any cell, shall stay in this state.
Based on the above, any further clarification on UE behavior if emergency call is not supported in the current cell is not needed in 38.304. 
Proposal 1: Any further clarification on UE behavior if emergency call is not supported in the current cell is not needed in 38.304. 
3	Conclusion
Based on the above, RAN2 is requested to discuss and if possible agree on the following proposals:
