RAN2 has further discussed the SA2 LS in R2-1816237/S2-1811558. Regarding the two questions to RAN2 in the LS:
Q1: SA2 would like to ask RAN2 and RAN3 to provide feedback to the impacts and viability brought by the QoS Monitoring solution of SA2 documented in subclause 6.8 in the TR 23.725.
Q2: If there are any ongoing/planned work in RAN2/3 in similar areas that may be useful for SA2 to consider. 
RAN2 provided so far only an answer to the second question in the reply LS (R2-1819110/S2-1812451). Please find in this reply LS the answer to Q1:
RAN2 suggests SA2 to not insert QoS Monitoring packets but instead reuse the data packets with indication to include the required time/ timestamp/ delay information. Inserting such dummy (QoS Monitoring packets) packets increases the system load including the load at the air interface, may lead to deprioritizing actual data packet from URLLC application. The documented solution in anyways does not un-necessitate an indication in the AS header to indicate that time/ timestamp/ delay information is included or needs to be included, i.e. has no benefits from header optimization perspective as well.
