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1. Introduction

Out of timers defined in TS38.331, T300, T302, T320, T325, and T390 can run during RRC idle state. In this contribution, we would like to check common understanding on the timer handling.  

2. Discussion
T300, T302, T320, T325 and T390 can run during RRC idle state. In the specification, it is clear T300, T302 and T390 will be stopped if the UE reselects LTE. For T320, it is specified it will be stopped “upon cell (re)selection to another RAT (in which case the timer is carried on to the other RAT)” in TS38.331. Considering the sentence “in which case the timer is carried on to the other RAT”, it seems only single timer T320 runs when the UE reselects LTE once T320 runs. It seems correct understanding the UE should restart T320 if the UE receives T320 in RRC connection release from LTE although actual T320 value was provided by NR. Note actual T320 value is remaining time from original T320 provided by NR when the UE reselects LTE. In contrast with T320, T325 does not have any stopping condition so it continues running even after the UE reselects LTE. T325 will be restarted whenever the UE receives T325 in RRC connection release. Let’s assume the UE reselects LTE once T325 runs and the UE receives T325 in RRC connection release from LTE. In the case it seems not crystal clear whether the UE should restart T325 or the UE should start new T325 while the T325 provided from NR keeps running. 
[Proposal1]: RAN2 is asked to check if it is common understanding that single T320 runs once the UE reselects LTE while T320 was provided by NR. 
[Proposal2]: RAN2 is asked to clarify what the exact UE behavior is when the UE receives T325 from LTE while T325 was provided by NR:

· Option1: Restart T325

· Option2: Start new T325 while T325 provided from NR keeps running
3. Conclusion
RAN2 is asked to discuss the following proposals for the clear UE behaviors.
[Proposal1]: RAN2 is asked to check if it is common understanding that single T320 runs once the UE reselects LTE while T320 was provided by NR. 

[Proposal2]: RAN2 is asked to clarify what the exact UE behavior is when the UE receives T325 from LTE while T325 was provided by NR:

· Option1: Restart T325

· Option2: Start new T325 while T325 provided from NR keeps running
