	In the current text, it is described that the UE indicates supportRohcContextContinue if the UE supports ROHC context continuation operation where the UE does not reset the current ROHC context upon handover. However, if the UE supports ROHC context continuation operation, then the UE should support it for not only handover but also resume.


	
	

	Summary of change:
	The supportRohcContextContinue defines whether the UE supports ROHC context continuation operation where the UE does not reset the current ROHC context upon PDCP re-establishment, as specified in TS 36.323 [2].
Impact analysis

The UE not implementing the CR may support ROHC context continuation operation only for handover case but not for resume. The UE implementing the CR supports ROHC context continuation operation for handover and resume.
