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	RRC is not fully clear in how dummified fields should be handled which may result in IOT issues.

Some messages may include one or more fields with name dummy. The UE shall avoid sending fields that are named dummy to the network. Likewise, the network should avoid sending fields with name dummy to the UE. If the UE anyhow receives a field named dummy, it shall ignore the field and process the rest of the message as if the field was not included.
NOTE:	A field with name dummy concerns a field that was erroneously included in a previous version of the specification and has been removed by replacing it with a dummy.
