2 Discussion
2.1 Background
In RAN2#105bis, two companies propose to clarify what should be included in RRCReconfiguration for SCG configuration in EN-DC [1] [2]. We discuss this in 2 cases: 
· The NR RRCReconfiguration embedded in LTE RRC message (sent via SRB1)
· The NR RRCReconfiguration sent via SRB3

[bookmark: _MON_1289914521]2.2 NR RRCReconfiguration embedded in LTE
In case that the NR RRCReconfiguration embedded in LTE RRC message (sent via SRB1), we have the following description in field description in 36.331.

	RRCConnectionReconfiguration field descriptions

	nr-RadioBearerConfig1, nr-RadioBearerConfig2
Includes the NR RadioBearerConfig IE as specified in TS 38.331 [82]. The field includes the configuration of RBs configured with NR PDCP.

	nr-SecondaryCellGroupConfig
Includes the NR RRCReconfiguration message as specified in TS 38.331 [82]. In this version of the specification, the NR RRC message only includes fields secondaryCellGroup and/ or measConfig. If nr-SecondaryCellGroupConfig is configured, the network always includes this field upon MN handover to initiate an NR SCG reconfiguration with sync and key change.



It seems clearly specified which fields of the reconfiguration message can be included for reconfiguration sent via the embedded message.

Regarding to the NR RRCReconfiguration sent via SRB3, 38.331 specifies that the about the usage of SRB3 in EN-DC in 5.3.5.1 as below:

In EN-DC, SRB3 can be used for measurement configuration and reporting, to (re-)configure MAC, RLC, physical layer and RLF timers and constants of the SCG configuration, and to reconfigure PDCP for DRBs associated with the S-KgNB or SRB3, provided that the (re-)configuration does not require any MeNB involvement.

The description does not say anything about IE name, some companies may think the above text is not as clear as in the LTE field description (SRB1 case). We would like establish the common understand on which configurations could be included in RRCReconfiguration sent via SRB3 first. And then discuss whether further clarification is needed. The following is the ASN.1 define for NR RRCReconfiguration message. The key question would be if there any configurations other than secondaryCellGroup, measConfig, and/or radioBearerConfig would be included in SRB3.

The suggestion is simply to add “In EN-DC, only measConfig, radioBearerConfig and/or secondaryCellGroup are included in RRCReconfiguration received via SRB3.” in 5.3.5.1.
