	In the field description of tci-PresentInDCI, the definition relies on the condition “If at least spatial QCL is configured/indicated”. The current field description of tci-PresentInDCI is as follows:
tci-PresentInDCI
[bookmark: _GoBack]If at least spatial QCL is configured/indicated, this field indicates if TCI field is present or not present in DL-related DCI. When the field is absent the UE considers the TCI to be absent/disabled. In case of cross carrier scheduling, the network sets this field to enabled for the ControlResourceSet used for cross carrier scheduling in the scheduling cell (see TS 38.214 [19], clause 5.1.5).

However, according to TS 38.213 specified below, there is no such condition “ If at least spatial QCL is configured/indicated” that need to be satisfied in advance to include TCI field in DCI. 
For each CORESET, the UE is provided the following by ControlResourceSet:
……

-	An indication for a presence or absence of a transmission configuration indication (TCI) field for DCI format 1_1 transmitted by a PDCCH in CORESET, by TCI-PresentInDCI.

The original motivation of tci-PresentInDCI is to indicate whether TCI field is present or not, it doesn’t need to rely on any condition, it should remove the condition from the corresponding description.
