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	Reason for change:
	In IE CellGroupConfig, the condition to configure reportUplinkTxDirectCurrent is with the flag “BWP-Reconfig” which is defined as:
“The field is optionally present, Need N, if the BWPs are reconfigured or if serving cells are added or removed in the same message. Otherwise it is absent.”
Apparently, here “added or removed in a same message” intends to be “added and removed in a same message” instead. However, uplinkTxDirectCurrent is reported for each BWP, so when BWP is configured or reconfigured, the network should be able to configure the UE to report or update the report of uplinkTxDirectCurrent. In this sense, the condition does not need to be serving cells “added and removed in a same message” but should be “serving cells added”. So that when a SCell is added the network can configure the UE to report uplinkTxDirectCurrent.

	In the definition of conditon “BWP-Reconfig”, change “if serving cells are added or removed in the same message” to “if serving cells are added”.
Impact analysis:

Configuration of reportUplinkTxDirectCurrent
Inter-operability:
If the UE is implemented according to this CR but the network is not, there is no inter-operability problems. The network may only configure reportUplinkTxDirectCurrent in case of serving cells added and removed in the same message and the UE can report UplinkTxDirectCurrent accordingly.
If the network is implemented according to this CR but the UE is not, there is an inter-operability problem. The network may configure reportUplinkTxDirectCurrent upon adding an SCell without removing the SCell at the same message, but the UE may not expect this configuration.


	
	

	Consequences if not approved:
	The condition “added or removed in a same message” is confusing. If the network and the UE understand this condition differently, it could lead to RRC configuration failure. Even if both the network and the UE understand the condition to be “added and removed in a same message”, in some cases, i.e. when a SCell is added without releasing it in the same message, the network cannot configure reportUplinkTxDirectCurrent to the UE as needed.
