	The following NOTE is added in TS36.331 to clarify that even when network requests only capabilities for eutra, the requestedFreqBandsNR-MRDC  is also included in the UECapabilityEnquiry message.

NOTE 3:	Even if the network requests (only) capabilities for eutra, it may include NR band numbers in the requestedFreqBandsNR-MRDC in order to ensure that the UE includes all necessary feature sets (i.e. E-UTRA and NR) needed for subsequently requested eutra-nr capabilities.

Usually,after requesting the capabilities for eutra, a subsequent UECapabilityEnquiry message which contains requestedFreqBandsNR-MRDC will be sent to UE to enquire capabilities for eutra-nr and the appliedFreqBandListFilter will be echoed back to network.

However, it is also possible that network release the RRC connection after successfully enquiring the capabilities for eutra without sending the subsequent UECapabilityEnquiry message to enquire capabilities for eutra-nr. In this case, the network receives the capabilities for eutra but has no idea how it has been filtered. 
 
When handover happens, the source gNB will provide the UE capabilities for eutra to the target gNB. Without the applied filter, the target gNB has no idea how the received capabilities have been filtered in the source gNB and has no choice but to enquire the capabilities for eutra again.

To reduce unnecessary UE capability enquiry procedure,  the above NOTE 3 is deleted and capabilities for eutra and eutra-nr are always enquired in the same UECapabilityEnquiry message which includes requestedFreqBandsNR-MRDC.
