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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 would like to thank SA2 for the LS response to SA2 on unicast, groupcast and broadcast in NR sidelink (S2-1904823).

Regarding the questions to RAN1 and RAN2 about the definition of “range” parameter, RAN2 has the following answers 

· Range parameter is useful to control the QoS applicability for a V2X service.
· According to AS layer procedures for NR V2X, if a receiving UE is out of the “range” (beyond a certain Tx-RX distance), although it may still be able to receive the V2X transmissions, the communication is not subject to the QoS guarantee. Therefore, the receiving UE will treat it as “best-effort”.

· RAN2 agrees that HARQ feedback can be triggered based on the upper layer provided range parameter for a given packet, which may only be needed for groupcast or unicast.

RAN2 respectfully asks SA2 to take the above information into account.
