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	Reason for change:
	In LTE 36.331 section 5.6.3.1, there is following text for capability change:
"If the UE has changed its E-UTRAN radio access capabilities, the UE shall request higher layers to initiate the necessary NAS procedures (see TS 23.401 [41]) that would result in the update of UE radio access capabilities using a new RRC connection."

We understand that the same capability update behaviour applies to NR. Also in 24.501 section 5.5.1.3.2, it is specified that the UE shall initiate the registration procedure “when the UE in 5GMM-IDLE mode changes the radio capability for NG-RAN”. 

Therefore, we think that is necessary to have similar description in 38.331 for radio capability change.
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	In 5.6.1.1, clarify that UE RRC shall request upper layer to trigger corresponding procedure if radio cpability is changed.
