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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thanks SA2 for the LS regarding emergency services and RAN sharing.
Regarding Emergency service in CAG cells:

E1:
SA2 concluded that the UE should be allowed to camp for Emergency services for the case where UE supports the CAG feature, but is not authorized for any of the advertised CAG IDs.

E2:
SA2 could not conclude whether Rel-16 UEs not supporting the CAG feature should be allowed to camp in a CAG cell in limited service state. There is no SA2 consensus to support this scenario.
RAN2 response for E1: RAN2 do not see any issue in allowing the UE to treat such cell as an acceptable cell for emergency services, if the ims-EmergencySupport is set to TRUE.
RAN2 response for E2: RAN2 do not see any additional impact to RAN2 specification on top of what we need to support emergency services for Rel-16 UE supporting CAG feature, other than UE not supporting CAG feature needs to recognize that the cell broadcast CAG ID(s)  However CT1 needs to be consulted if there is UE NAS signaling impact.
Regarding RAN sharing:

RS1:
SA2 concluded that the system architecture should support RAN sharing between a PLMN and an SNPN. This feature should be applicable to Rel-16 UEs that do not support the SNPN feature.

RS2:
SA2 discussed support for RAN sharing between a PNI-NPN (with CAG) and an SNPN. This feature would be applicable to Rel-16 UEs that support either PNI-NPN with CAG or SNPN or both. However, concerns were raised about the additional complexity in the access stratum to support this scenario. 
RS3:
SA2 could not conclude whether the system architecture should support RAN sharing between a PLMN and a PNI-NPN with CAG i.e. RAN sharing in a cell that acts as a CAG cell for PLMN1 and as a non-CAG cell for PLMN2. There is no SA2 consensus to support this scenario.

RAN2 response for RS1: RAN2 do not see much impact other than supporting the signalling for network identification for both SNPN and PLMN in a cell.
RAN2 response for RS2: RAN2 has analysed the impact of RAN sharing between a PNI-NPN (with CAG) and SNPN. Since there is no interworking between CAG and SNPN within a UE (UE decides on whether to go with SNPN access mode or PLMN access mode during network selection), RAN2 do not see additional complexity in the access stratum to support this scenario
RAN2 response for RS3: Since SA2 agree to support RAN sharing between SNPN and PLMN, for RAN2 point of view, the impact is similar to support RAN sharing between PNI-NPN (with CAG) and PLMN.

Further to the response on RS1 and RS3, RAN2 see it as easy to support Rel-15 UE in RAN sharing between PLMN and PNI-NPN (with CAG)/SNPN.  This can be achieved, for example, by separating the signalling the Rel-15 PLMN list in SIB1 with the PLMN list associated with the NID or the CAG.
