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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 thank SA2 for LS RAN sharing and Emergency services with NPN (S2-1906814). 

•
ACTION 1:
SA2 respectfully seeks feedback from RAN2 whether they see any issue to support scenarios E1 and RS1 for Rel-16 UEs.
Regarding action 1: It is RAN2 understanding that there is no issue identified to support E1, RS1 for Rel-16 UEs.
•
ACTION 2:
SA2 respectfully asks RAN2 whether they have any preference with respect to supporting scenarios E2, RS2 and RS3 from the point of view of any additional protocol functionality in the access stratum to support these scenarios.

Regarding action 2: 
From RAN2 perspective, it is preferred to support the E2, that is, Rel-16 UEs not supporting the CAG feature should be allowed to camp in a CAG cell in limited service state, considering that CAG cell is a kind of public network integrated NPN. 
To support of E2, a non-CAG UE should have a different interpretation on the indication from the Rel-15 UE that a non-CAG UE should be allowed to camp on the cell for Emergency services in case that the CellReservedForOtherUse indicator advertised in the cell is set to true, which can still be regarded as an acceptable cell.
For RS2, RS3: from RAN2 perspective, for Rel-16 UEs, the feasibility to support RAN sharing between a PNI-NPN (with CAG) and an SNPN is similar to that of RS1 for Rel-16 UEs. The evaluation of the additional complexity in the access stratum to support this scenario is mainly within the scope of RAN3.
On the other hand, although SA2’s questions focuses on the Rel-16 UEs in the LS, RAN2 would like to inform about the risks that there are still some issues for Rel-15 UE to support above scenarios.
RAN2 appreciates further clarification on that for a UE to be only allowed to access 5GS via CAG cells is unclear as to whether such kind of UE could access normal public cells in limited service state for emergency service or not.
2. Actions:

ACTION: 
RAN2 respectfully asks SA2 to take above feedback into consideration;
RAN2 respectfully asks SA2 to respond with clarifications on that for a UE to be only allowed to access 5GS via CAG cells is unclear as to whether such kind of UE could access normal public cells in limited service state for emergency service or not.
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
