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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 has discussed impacts of allowing multiple TSC streams to be mapped to a single QoS flow on how TSC Assistance Information will be interpreted in RAN. It is RAN2 understanding that, according to current description, TSCAI is provided per QoS flow also in case multiple TSC stream are aggregated onto a single QoS flow. If this is a case, RAN2 would like to indicate that RAN would not be able to utilize TSCAI effectively for such QoS flows and it even may not be possible to interpret TSCAI properly, e.g. RAN would only know arrival time of the first packet of the burst and not for subsequent packets/streams, RAN would not be aware of how many packets would arrive within a burst and what their expected size are. Therefore, RAN would not be able to use TSCAI to increase efficiency of the scheduling with either dynamic or configured grants / semi-persistent scheduling configuration, which was RAN2’s original intention for requesting specification of TSCAI. 
Hence, RAN2 would like to request SA2 to clarify whether it is SA2 intention to provide TSCAI, including MDBV (or another parameter denoting TSC stream’s burst/packet size), on a per TSC stream basis in case multiple TSC streams are mapped to a single QoS flow, which would allow RAN to make most use of TSCAI. If that is not possible, then at a minimum, RAN should be aware of whether the QoS flow for which the TSCAI is provided carries a single or more TSC streams so that the provided information is not misinterpreted.
