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Introduction
As part of the outcome of the SI on RAN centric data collection and utilization several UE reporting associated to MDT and/or SON functions were agreed [1].
In this contribution, we discuss the framework to report the measurements collected by UE to the network. 

Description
In LTE, the measurements collected from the UE as part of the SON function related measurements and/or MDT is reported to the network as part of the UE information request and UE information response framework. The UE indicates as part of the RRCConnectionSetupComplete message, RRCConnectionReconfigurationComplete message, RRCConnectionReestablishmentComplete message or RRCConnectionResumeComplete message as to whether the UE has any collected measurements to report to the network or not. In LTE, the UE can indicate the presence of the following measurements.

In NR, the following measurements are identified as candidates to be standardized during the WI phase.
1)  RLF report
2)  Logged MDT report
3)  Bluetooth and WLAN related measurements in MDT
4)  Mobility history information
5)  Connection establishment failure information
These measurements are available both for idle UEs and inactive UEs. Therefore, the UE can indicate the availability of these measurements via either the RRCSetupComplete message or RRCResumeComplete message. Simillar to LTE, the UE can inform the availability of these measurements also in RRCReconfigurationComplete message and in RRCReestablishmentComplete message.

[bookmark: _Toc16677673][bookmark: _Toc16677746]In NR, like LTE, the RRCSetupComplete, RRCResumeComplete, RRCReconfigurationComplete and RRCReestablishmentComplete messages can be used to indicate the availability of RLF report, logged MDT report, WLAN measurements, Bluetooth measurements and/or connection establishment failure report to the network.
Once the LTE RAN node realizes which measurements are available at the UE, the RAN node can request the UE to report one or more of these measurements via UEInformationRequest message. The RAN node can request for any of the above-mentioned measurements, in addition to the RACH report. The UE shall include the requested message via UEInformationResponse message. In NR, one can adopt the same approach for harmonized way of fetching the information stored in the UE.

 In section 2 we made the following conclusions:
Proposal 1	In NR, like LTE, the RRCSetupComplete, RRCResumeComplete messages can be used to indicate the availability of RLF report, logged MDT report, mobility history information, mobility state, WLAN measurements, Bluetooth measurements and/or connection establishment failure report to the network.
Proposal 2	In NR, like LTE, the RRCSetupComplete, RRCResumeComplete, RRCReconfigurationComplete and RRCReestablishmentComplete messages can be used to indicate the availability of RLF report, logged MDT report, WLAN measurements, Bluetooth measurements and/or connection establishment failure report to the network.
Proposal 3	The measurements indicated by the UE to be available are fetched from the UE via UEInformationRequest and UEInformationResponse framework, like LTE.
Proposal 4	RAN2 is requested to agree the corresponding CR [2].
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
