Introduction
At RAN2#106 meeting [1], RAN2 made the following agreements.

Agreements

1 Conditional handover (CHO) is introduced in LTE to solve robustness/reliability issue. 

2
The source cell decides on the condition for the execution of CHO. 

3
The source cell adds the condition for the execution of CHO to the RRC message sent to UE.

4
Multiple CHO candidate cells can be sent in either one or multiple RRC messages. FFS on signalling details. FFS how CHO execution is handled.

5
CHO execution does not trigger measurement report.

6
A3/A5-like CHO execution condition shall be specified. 

For A3/A5-like events, we understand that LTE A3/A5 should be used as a baseline. In this paper, we provide our analysis on stage-3 details for CHO triggering conditions.

Discussion
In current TS 36.331 [2], A3/A5 have been defined and here are the detailed definitions.
· Section 5.5: Measurements

· Section 5.5.2: Procedural text for measurement configuration

· Section 5.5.4: report triggering conditions for A3/A5
· Section 6.3.5: MeasConfig. The IE MeasConfig specifies measurements to be performed by the UE. For example, the IE ReportConfigEUTRA specifies for triggering of an E-UTRA measurment reporting event, including A3/A5.
· Section 7.1: UE variables. VarMeasConfig, VarMeasIdleConfig, and etc.
In order to support the configuration of A3/A5 for CHO, we think that the following stage-3 work may be considered:
(1) add A3/A5 configurations into CHO command message
(2) defines relevant UE behaviours for A3/A5 for CHO

For (1), we think the exsiting ASN.1 definitions of A3/A5 can be fully re-used, e.g. copy/paste some legacy IEs into CHO command message. For (2), we also think that existing A3/A5 definitions can be re-used as much as possible.

Proposal: It is proposed to re-use the existing stage-3 definitions of A3/A5 for CHO as much as possible, e.g. procedural text, information elements, UE variables.
