Overall description
In order to reduce handover interruption time close to 0ms, UE is required to support simultaneous transmission and reception of data with both source and target eNBs during handover execution period. RAN2 agreed to adopt DAPS (Dual Active Protocol Stack) based handover enhancements for all deployment scenarios. However, based on RAN4 LS reply [1], it may not be possible to support simultaneous uplink transmissions in case of Intra Freq Async and Inter Freq-Intra Band Async handover scenarios. If some UEs are not capable of supporting Dual Tx RF chains, then it is not possible to support simultaneous uplink transmissions for all deployment scenarios. For these scenarios, RAN2 agreed to adopt uplink TDM pattern for sharing UE uplink Tx without simultaneous transmissions between source and target eNBs during DAPS based handover. 

Thus, RAN2 kindly requests RAN1 to specify uplink TDM pattern to be used for DAPS based LTE handover.
