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1 Overall description
In 3GPP RAN2 #106 meeting, several agreements were reached regarding the routing functionality of the BAP layer. The routing identifier carried in the BAP header consists of BAP address and BAP path ID, and each BAP address defines a unique destination. For downlink transmission, it is sure that the destination node should be the access IAB node, and the IAB donor is UL destination for BAP layer routing. However, in case that the IAB donor is composed of CU and multiple donor DUs, it is still not clear which one (i.e. IAB-donor-DU or IAB-donor-CU) should be the destination node for the uplink direction.
