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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: _GoBack]RAN2 discussed the out-of-order HARQ issues and identified that the scenario of overlapping SPS PDSCH and dynamic PDSCH may need further considerations. It is in RAN2’ understanding that in this case, the following restriction in MAC specification may have some impact to the out-of-order HARQ-ACK discussions in RAN1 due to the reason that MAC will not instruct PHY to receive the TB on SPS PDSCH in case of overlapping with a dynamic PDSCH,

	For each Serving Cell and each configured downlink assignment, if configured and activated, the MAC entity shall:
1>	if the PDSCH duration of the configured downlink assignment does not overlap with the PDSCH duration of a downlink assignment received on the PDCCH for this Serving Cell:
2>	instruct the physical layer to receive, in this PDSCH duration, transport block on the DL-SCH according to the configured downlink assignment and to deliver it to the HARQ entity



Therefore, RAN2 would like RAN1 to provide views on the following two questions,

Q1. If the case of overlapping SPS PDSCH and dynamic PDSCH would be considered in the scope of out-of-order HARQ-ACK in RAN1?

Q2. If the answer to Q1 is yes, does RAN1 think the above restriction in the MAC specification needs to be revisited?
