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1. Overall Description:

In the WI SON and MDT for NR, RAN2 discussed the measurement Received Interference Power measurement under the feature NR MDT. During the study item phase, RAN2 agreed to support the measurement for NR MDT as similar measurement exists in LTE and for LTE MDT data collection needs has been categorized/titled in RAN2 and SA5 specifications as M3.

In LTE TS 37.320 (stage-2 for MDT), M3 is described as below:
-
M3: Received Interference Power measurement by eNB, see TS 36.214 [9]. This is a cell measurement. One sample is logged each measurement collection period, where one sample corresponds to a measurement period as specified in TS 36.133 [3].

Based on the current text, in LTE MDT, the definition of MDT measurement M3 is captured in the RAN1 spec TS 36.214. In NR MDT, RAN2’s understanding is that there is no NR RAN1 spec defining Received Interference Power measurement, so RAN2 would like RAN1 to check the feasibility of introducing the measurement.
2. Actions:

To RAN1:
RAN2 kindly asks RAN1 to check the feasibility of introducing Received Interference Power measurement in NR and provide feedbacks if possible.
