2 Discussion

During the offline discussion the following points were addressed:

1. Unicast SL: In order delivery in case of remapping with two potential solutions:
· Solution 1: Without marking QoS flow id in SDAP packets 
· Tx side implementation 
· Other way
· Solution 2: Using end marker
· Introduce SDAP header: reuse Uu solution

There was agreement as follows: 

Agreement: 
For NR SL unicast, reuse end marker solution but no enhancement for intended Rx behavior to be specified compared to Uu.  SDAP PDU with header will be used
· If there is no consensus among companies on Rx behavior, the Rx behavior is left to implementation
2. Groupcast/Broadcast SL: In order delivery in case of remapping with two potential solutions:
· Solution 1: Without marking QoS flow id in SDAP packets
· Tx side implementation
· Other way
· Solution 2: Using end marker
· Introduce SDAP header: reuse Uu solution

There was agreement as follows: 

Agreement: 
For NR SL groucast and broadcast, in order delivery in case of remapping can be achieved by Tx side implementation, only the SDAP PDU format w/o header will be used.
3. Discuss proposal 12/13 from R2-1913948 [1]:
Proposal 12: For all casts, QFI/PFI (PC5 Flow ID) field is supported in NR SL SDAP PDU header

Proposal 13: For all casts, D/C field is supported in NR SL SDAP PDU header

There was agreement as follows: 

Agreement: 
· For Unicast, QFI/PFI (PC5 Flow ID) field is supported in NR SL SDAP PDU header.
·  Note for chair minute: in case this field is present, in this release, it is only used for QoS flow to SLRB remapping
· For Unicast, D/C field is supported in NR SL SDAP PDU header
3 Summary and Proposals

The offline discussion is summarized with following proposals:
Proposal 1: For NR SL unicast:

i. In order delivery in case of remapping is achieved by using SDAP PDU with header (Using end marker). 

ii. No enhancement for intended Rx behavior to be specified compared to Uu solution. Further, if there is no consensus (among companies) on Rx behavior, the Rx behavior is left to UE implementation

Proposal 2: For NR SL groupcast and broadcast, in order delivery in case of remapping is achieved by Tx side implementation and only the SDAP PDU format without header will be used.
Proposal 3: For NR SL Unicast, QFI/PFI (PC5 Flow ID) field is supported in NR SL SDAP PDU header. Note: In Rel-16 in case this field is present, it is only used for QoS flow to SLRB remapping.

Proposal 4: For NR SL unicast D/C field is supported in NR SL SDAP PDU header
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
