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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: _GoBack]In RAN2#107bis, transmission on dedicated preconfigured uplink resource (D-PUR) has been discussed. In D-PUR procedure, the D-PUR resource can be provided to the UE by dedicated RRC signaling. In IDLE mode, the UE can use the D-PUR resource to send uplink data directly. Considering that there is no “AS UE context” for the CP solution in IDLE mode, how to store the D-PUR configuration in IDLE mode was discussed in RAN2. As one of the basic concept of the CP solution is that there is no UE AS context stored in the eNB for UE in RRC_IDLE, RAN2 assumes that the D-PUR configuration can be stored transparently in the MME, similarly to the existing UEPagingCoverageInformation.
The procedure would be as follows:
· [bookmark: OLE_LINK3]After configuring D-PUR to the UE, the eNB includes the D-PUR configuration in a transparent container, e.g. UEDedicatedConfigurationInformation, in the S1 UE CONTEXT RELEASE COMPLETE message during the S1 release procedure.
· If included, the MME stores the container in the MME UE context.
· Upon receiving the Initial UE message including S-TMSI, the MME forwards the container with the D-PUR configuration, if any, to the eNB in the S1 DL NAS TRANSPORT message or S1 CONNECTION ESTABLISHMENT INDICATION message.
