	In TS 38.331 (subclause 5.3.5.3) there is a condition that the UE must successfully complete a Random Access procedure triggered earlier in the subclause.
1>	if reconfigurationWithSync was included in spCellConfig of an MCG or SCG, and when MAC of an NR cell group successfully completes a Random Access procedure triggered above;
Currently there is no indication from MAC to RRC defined when a Random Access procedure is successfully completed. This should be compared with request for on demand system information (subclause 5.2.2.3.3 in TS 38.331) in which RRC may receive an acknowledgement for SI request from MAC.
The successful completion of the Random Access procedure is necessary for the RRC Reconfiguration with sync to complete. Thus, if there is no indication from MAC, then RRC Reconfiguration with sync may fail.

Impact analysis:
Impacted functionality: RRC Reconfiguration with sync
Interoperability analysis:
If the network implements the CR and the UE does not the network will assume the UE properly supports RRC Reconfiguration with sync which the UE need not.

Upon completion of the Random Access procedure, the MAC entity shall:
1>	discard explicitly signalled contention-free Random Access Resources except contention-free Random Access Resources for beam failure recovery request, if any;
1>	flush the HARQ buffer used for transmission of the MAC PDU in the Msg3 buffer.
1>	if the Random access procedure was successfully completed:
2>	indicate successful completion of Random Access procedure to upper layers;
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
