	Summary of change:
	In RAN4#92, a way forward document (R4-1910406) was approved leading to the following agreements related to IAB terminology:
IAB-MT and IAB-DU with definition below can be used in IAB RAN4 RF TR:
-	IAB-MT: function in IAB node to communicate with its parent node
-	IAB-DU: function in IAB node to communicate with UE or child node

Though the running 38.300 CR on IAB for NR describes the MT functionality of IAB-node as a functionality of the IAB node used for connecting to the DU of another IAB-node or IAB-donor and to the gNB-CU on the IAB-donor via RRC, a more basic/general definition of the IAB-MT and IAB-DU is still missing in the list of definitions (i.e., Section 3.2) of the running CR. 

Considering that RAN2 is the leading WG for IAB WI, the RAN2 driven running TS 38.300 CR on IAB should also have similar definitions agreed by RAN4 for the IAB-MT and IAB-DU.

IAB-donor: gNB that provides network access to UEs via a network of backhaul and access links

IAB-node: RAN node that supports NR access links to UEs and NR backhaul links to parent nodes and child nodes.

NR backhaul link: NR link used for backhauling between an IAB-node and an IAB-donor-gNB, and between IAB-nodes in case of a multi-hop backhauling.

Upstream: Direction toward parent node in IAB-topology

Downstream: Direction toward child node or UE in IAB-topology

Parent node: IAB-node-MT’s next hop neighbour node; the parent node can be IAB-node or IAB-donor-DU

Child node: IAB-node-DU’s next hop neighbour node; the child node is also an IAB-node

IAB-MT: function in IAB node to communicate with its parent node

IAB-DU: function in IAB node to communicate with its UE or child IAB node

gNB-CU: See 3GPP TS 38.401

gNB-DU: See 3GPP TS 38.401
