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1. Introduction
This paper discusses the need to provide CAG ID to AS by NAS during resume procedure based on the incoming LS from CT1 [1]. The LS was sent to SA2 cc RAN2. However, since the LS mainly concerns the interaction between NAS and AS on the UE side, RAN2 is more competent to provide the answer. The following texts were extracted from the incoming LS:
1. Overall Description:

CT1 would like to know whether NAS needs to provide CAG ID to AS during resume procedure when the UE is RRC-INACTIVE mode. 

2. Actions:

To SA2

ACTION: 3GPP TSG CT WG1 asks SA2 to kindly provide the answer to the above question.
In this contribution, we will give some analysis on the issue mentioned in the LS.
2. Discussion

In RAN2#107 meeting, it was agreed for CAG that during network selection triggered by NAS, the AS reports the PLMN ID(s) and CAG ID(s) to NAS. The NAS can selects the CAG network to use and provide the selected PLMN ID and CAG ID to AS. Related agreement is extracted in the following:
Network selection is triggered by NAS whereby AS reports the available PNI-NPNs (identified by PLMN ID + CAG ID) to NAS which selects the network to use.
As discussed above, we can conclude the following observation:

Observation: The NAS can provide the CAG ID to AS for network selection procedure. 
For the UE in RRC_INACTIVE state, the network selection procedure has been completed. The last serving gNB node keeps the UE context and the UE-associated NG connection with the serving AMF (network) and UPF. In RRC_INACTIVE, there is no additional network selection procedure. 

As a brief summary, from RAN2’s perspective, we would like to propose:

Proposal 1: There is no need for NAS to provide CAG ID to AS during resume procedure when the UE is RRC_INACTIVE mode.
Taking the above analysis and observation into account, we would like to propose RAN2 to reflect the above information in the reply LS to CT1. An LS is provided in [2].
Proposal 2: RAN2 to reflect the above observation and proposal in the reply LS to CT1.
3. Conclusion

In this contribution, we discussed the need to provide CAG ID from NAS to AS during resumption. We have the following proposals:
Observation: The NAS can provide the CAG ID to AS for network selection procedure. 

Proposal 1: There is no need for NAS to provide CAG ID to AS during resume procedure when the UE is RRC_INACTIVE mode.
Proposal 2: RAN2 to reflect the above observation and proposal in the reply LS to CT1.
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
