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1. Overall Description:
As part of the 2-step RACH work item, RAN2 has made a number of agreements that result in the MSGB format to be different to the format of the Rel-15 RAR (MSG2). Some of the relevant agreements are copied below: 

	· The following fields can be included in the successRAR when CCCH message is included in msgA.
a.	Contention resolution ID
b.	C-RNTI
c.	TA command
· FallbackRAR should contain the following fields
a.	RAPID
b.	UL grant (to retransmit the msgA payload).  FFS on restrictions on the grant and UE behavior if different grant and rebuilding 
c.	TC-RNTI
d.	TA command
=> SuccessRAR and fallbackRAR can be multiplexed
=> The fallback RAR shall be included in the general MsgB format, ie., be able to be multiplexed with the successRAR for 2-step RACH.




 As a result, RAN2 agreed that MSGB should be transmitted in such a way that the legacy UEs shall not decode MSGB and to achieve this, the following alternatives are considered by RAN2:

Alt 1: MSGB using a different RNTI than MSG2 (note this is a not a UE-specific RNTI)
Alt 2: MSGB using a different search-space and/or coreset than MSG2 (i.e. the formula to calculate the RNTI for MSGB will be same as that of MSG2)

RAN2 notes that Alt1 will consume more of the available RNTI space for random access response and might limit the possibility of doing such extensions for potential future use cases. Hence, RAN2 would like to understand whether Alt2 is feasible from RAN1 perspective to be able to make the final decision on the way forward for this issue.
