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1. Introduction
As Rel-16 WIs are completing in March 2020, in this document, we would like to propose the potential work plan for capturing Rel-16 UE capability feature list, and also list a few points that can be requested to RAN1/RAN4 workgroups on the structure/contents of this information.
2. Discussion

2.1  Work Plan

It is noted that RAN1 will start discussing RAN1 feature list from October meeting but RAN2 can start from November meeting given that RAN2 will complete Rel-16 in March i.e. one quarter later. 
Proposal 1 on timeline for RAN2 (Layer 2 and Layer 3 UE) feature list:
· RAN2 #108 (Nov.): 

· The rapporteur of each WI proposes Layer 2 and Layer 3 UE feature/capabilities list for each WI. 

· Use the same format as TR38.822. 

· If agreed, include this WI-level feature list to a consolidated Layer 2 and Layer 3 UE feature list. 

· RAN2 can start initial discussion on mandatory/optionality after RAN2 #108

· If it is more convenient, RAN2 email discussion could be done per WI level and consolidation can be done in November meeting.

· RAN2 #109 (Feb.): 

· Finalize Layer 2 and Layer 3 UE feature list and mandatory/optionality 

· If it cannot be concluded, RAN2 could leave it to RAN plenary discussion. 

· RAN2 send LS to RAN at RAN2 #109.
2.2  Mandatory feature discussion
 Proposal 2: 
· All features in the later release should be optional to avoid backward compatibility issue. Same principle is to be agreed for Rel-16. 
· Do not introduce any feature that is mandatory without capability signaling. 
· RAN2 can further discuss about features that are mandatory with capability signaling. 
· If there is any consensus, RAN2 can inform RAN1/RAN4 as well. 

2.2  Requests to RAN1/RAN4

Based on our experience during Rel-15, it would be desirable to remind RAN1/4 on the practical impact on the capability from having many per-band-per-BC or per-carrier-per-band-per-BC parameters and request to keep the issue of UE capability signaling size in mind when designing this where possible. This will be similar observation for RRC configuration, but we can focus on UE capability in this discussion. 
Proposal 3: Request to RAN1/RAN4 to minimize allocating many per-band-per-BC or per-carrier-per-band-per-BC parameters in Rel-16 due to the practical impact on the resulting large capability signalling size.
