Introduction
SA5 agreed on a LS [1] from SA5 to RAN2, and other WGs. The actions are as below:
To [RAN2, RAN3, CT1 and SA4] group.

ACTION: 
SA5 asks RAN2, RAN3, CT1 and SA4 group to provide functionality according to TS 28.405.

So this paper is to provide our views on potential impacts to other WGs due to the LS.

Discussion
In the LS, one TS 28.405 is attached. In section 4, basically solutions for UTRAN and LTE are provided, i.e. section 4.3 and 4.4 are for LTE.
Since section 4.4 is empty, we are mainly using seciton 4.3 for analysis. After double check on the whole procedures, we think there are at least following impacts to some WGs.

For RAN2, there may be some impacts on RRC messages, e.g. RRCConnectionReconfiguration, MeasurementReport, and maybe UE capabilities.

For RAN3, Iu and X2 interfaces may be impacted. For example, section 4.3.2 mentions a handover procedure for QMC and thus some more information may need to be transferred between different eNBs.

For CT1, since there are some interactions between UE AS and UE application level, CT1 may be involved.

For SA4, it may be FFS whether SA4 will be impacted or not. In the past, SA4 had some minor impacts due to Rel-15 LTE QMC, e.g. TS 26.247 may capture some general procedural text on QMC in its Annex part.

For SA2, it may be FFS whether SA2 will be impacted or not. In the TS, it mentions MCE and it seems a new network entity, while it is TCE server for LTE QMC, so we are not sure whether SA2 should be involved on this part.
In summary, it seems that the solutions defined in 28.405 may involve lots of WGs if the feasibility is to be checked.
Observation: For solutions mentioned in TS 28.405, it is observed that at least RAN2, RAN3 and CT1 may have impacts, and FFS for SA4 and SA2.

Conclusions
In this paper, regarding potential impacts to other WGs due to new QMC requirements from SA5, we have the following observation:

From 3GPP procedure point of view, TEI topic should be suitable for short term discussions, but the discussions related to TS 28.405 seems to need much time on the work.
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
