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1. Overall Description:

RAN2 agreed to support Conditional PSCell Addition/Change (CPAC) in NR. The aim is to reuse the conditional HO solution (CHO) being developed for handover robustness. RAN2 agreed that the derivation and update of the secondary key (S-KgNB) should be performed when CPAC is executed, not upon the reception of the CPAC configuration. 
The UE may receive multiple RRC messages with sk-Counter for different candidate PSCells before a CPAC is executed. RAN2 understand that sk-Counter is the “fresh” input to the derivation of the secondary key (S-KgNB). RAN2 would like to seek SA3 advice on whether different sk-Counter should be included in RRC messages for different candidate PSCells. Moreover, RAN2 would like to know whether it is necessary to have different secondary key (S-KgNB) for different PSCells so that they would have separated security contexts (e.g. different encryption bitstreams and integrity protection checks).
