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1. Overall Description: 
In Rel-15, RAN2 agreed the uplink skipping function which allows the UE not to generate the MAC PDU when no MAC SDU is available. The uplink skipping function is mandatory for configured grant and configurable for dynamic grant as captured in the 3GPP TS 38.321. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]RAN2 also discussed how the UE multiplexes the HARQ feedback in the PUSCH without a MAC PDU, i.e. no MAC PDU generated for the case of uplink skipping. The RAN2 understanding of the desired UE behaviour is that the HARQ feedback is not multiplexed in the PUSCH without MAC PDU and can be transmitted in the PUCCH, i.e. there will be no PUSCH transmission for the case of uplink skipping (i.e. no MAC PDU generated). RAN2 thinks that there should be no further RAN2 specification impact, even if there would be misalignment between RAN1 specification and RAN2 specification.

RAN2 would like to respectfully request RAN1 to take the above RAN2 understanding into account and update the specification if necessary.
