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1. Overall Description:
[bookmark: _GoBack]RAN2 aims at specifying SN-initiated Conditional PSCell Change (CPC) within the same SN in Rel-16. This is conducted as a part of the same work item where Conditional Handover (CHO) is standardized. As currently defined, CPC is performed without MN involvement, but it was found to be difficult to avoid concurrent presence of CPC and CHO, i.e. the MN may configure the UE with CHO while the UE is already prepared with CPC. 
RAN2 has discussed the problem of coexistence between CHO and CPC and concluded that the network ensures CHO and CPC will never be scheduled at the same time for the same UE. RAN2 believes that relying on OAM is not sufficiently flexible, does not enable per UE coordination and will result in disabling either CPC or CHO for all UEs over large network areas. Thus, RAN2 asks RAN3 to define a solution which would allow the MN to inform the SN whether CPC is allowed or not. This could be done already when the DC operation is initiated (e.g. in initial SN Addition Request).   

2. Actions:
To RAN WG3
ACTION: 	RAN2 respectfully asks RAN3 to consider a solution wherein the MN informs SN if CPC can be used or whether it is disabled as the MN intends to use CHO.
