2.1	T312 handling w.r.t endorsed CR from [108#16]
Issue#1: Remaining issue for T312 handling in TS 38.331
In RAN2#108, the following has been agreed regarding T312 [5]:
	1	Confirm the working assumption to Introduce T312 based mechanism on PSCell for fast declaration of SCG failure 
2	T312 on PSCell can be configured for SCG measurement configurations provided over SRB3 or SRB1.  
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Stage 3 details have been progressed in email discussion [108#16] which resulted in endorsed CR for TS 38.331, which was then merged with running CR discussed as part of email discussion [108#34]. The below Tdoc raises some remaining updates to T312 handling which is aligned with T310 handling when the UE receives reconfiguration of reference signal type and reconfiguration of RLF timers and constants.

The T312 configuration is a flag within ReportConfig within the event triggered configuration and the T312 value is in MeasObject. In the running CRs as outcome of email discussion [108#34] and [108#35] the CHO events are introduced in ReportConfig as a CHOICE between triggered events and CHO events. The below Tdoc proposes to introduce T312 configuration as part of CHO events and specify trigger condition to start T312 for CHO events.
