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1 Introduction

In last RAN2 meeting, the following agreements were made and with a FFS left. Here in this contribution we discussed about whether the SpCell UL LBT failure MAC CE should be only delivered on the BWP UE switched to. In addition, we also discussed about the left FFS bullet. 
1. When consistent UL LBT failure is declared on SpCell, UE triggers MAC CE to indicate where failure happened.  The MAC CE is sent on the BWP that the UE switched to during RA procedure.

2. FFS When UE switches to another BWP and initiate RACH upon declaration of consistent LBT failure on SpCell, ONLY RACH is initiated.  
2 Discussion
Previous agreement on SpCell UL LBT failure MAC CE delivery is mainly inherited from the BFR design where the BFR MAC CE is not used for PCell beam failure recovery. For PCell beam failure recovery, RACH procedure is a must for UE to perform and UE operates beam switching during the RACH procedure by selecting proper beam specific preambles. Thus, as long as the RACH succeeds, the beam direction is successfully calibrated again.

Then in SpCell UL LBT failure case, the RACH procedure is mainly to sync with NW side on the autonomous BWP switching. Further, UL LBT failure MAC CE is to indicate the exact reason why UE switches BWP. The restriction that the MAC CE is only sent on the BWP UE switched to during RA procedure is not necessary.

Here our proposal is to decouple the procedures of BWP switching and UL LBT failure MAC CE transmission into separate ones. More specifically, instead of the BWP switched to on SpCcell, UE can report the UL LBT failure MAC CE on SCell with either dynamic or configured grants.
Proposal 1: The SpCell UL LBT failure MAC CE can be sent on SCells, with either dynamic or configured grants.
Secondly, the FFS mentioned above is about whether UE can directly report the MAC CE on the type 1 configured grant resource on the BWP switched to, without performing RACH procedure. We agree with companies’ view shared during offline discsusion [1] that RACH procedure is required for the NW side to be aware of the autonomous BWP switching initiated by UE side. Therefore, we think this FFS can be removed, meaning RACH should be initiated when UE switches to another BWP. 
Besides, we would also like to point out that the RACH procedure here is for BWP switching, but not necessarily for MAC CE report as proposed above.

Proposal 2: Remove the FFS when UE switches to another BWP and initiate RACH upon declaration of consistent LBT failure on SpCell, ONLY RACH is initiated.  
3 Conclusion

Based on the discussion above, the proposals are summarized as below. 
Proposal 1: The SpCell UL LBT failure MAC CE can be sent on SCells, with either dynamic or configured grants.

Proposal 2: Remove the FFS when UE switches to another BWP and initiate RACH upon declaration of consistent LBT failure on SpCell, ONLY RACH is initiated.
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
