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1 Introduction

In the email discussion [108#66], there is one open issue on whether reception of CHO configuration should stop T312. In this contribution, we provide our views to this open issue.
2 Discussion 
The legacy T312 mechanism works as follows:

· A measurement object is configured with the value of T312;

· A reporting configuration is configured with useT312;

· During T310 running, above measurement report being triggered will start T312;

· HO command reception will stop T312;

· T312 expiry will trigger connection re-establishment.  

In legacy, upon reception of HO command, the UE will immediately release the source cell connection and execute HO to the target cell. Stopping T312 in this case is straightforward since the UE has not stayed with the source cell and thus there is no need for maintaining the timer any more. CHO is however different from legacy HO. The feature of CHO is mainly developed to improve the situation where legacy HO command may not be correctly received by the UE when serving cell quality becomes worse. To achieve this, CHO configuration is usually sent earlier to the UE when serving cell quality is not too bad. In addition, since CHO may not be executed immediately, i.e. UE still not reaching the HO region, serving cell is still responsible for maintaining UE’s connection control. It is still possible for the serving cell to issue HO command after configuring CHO. If T312 is stopped upon reception of CHO configuration, then the UE will have to wait for T312 expiry and thus not able to trigger early RRC reestablishment, i.e. T312 mechanism would become useless. 

In overall, we think CHO and T312 are two independent procedures except that CHO execution will stop T312. So we think reception of CHO configuration should not stop T312. 
Proposal 1 Reception of CHO configuration does not stop T312.

3 Conclusion
