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1. Introduction
Most of remaining issues were discussed in the [post109e@13][NR MOB] Resolving open issues for CPC [1]. However, there are still no consensus for several issues. This contribution further analyze the issues and provide the proposals.
2. Discussion
Upon RLF on SCG link, the UE suspends SCG transmissions for all radio bearers and reports the SCG Failure Information to the MN if MCG link is not suspended. If RLF is detected on SCG link while MCG is suspended, the UE initiates the RRC connection re-establishment procedure and transmits the SCG failure information to MN. After MN receives the SCG Failure Information message including failure type and measurement results (optional), the MN may decide to keep, change, or release the SN/SCG.
After UE reports SCG failure information to MN, the UE maintains the current measurement configurations from both the MN and the SN and the UE continues measurements based on configuration from the MN and the SN if possible [2]. The SN measurements configured to be routed via the MN will continue to be reported after the SCG failure. In addition, [2] points out that UE may not continue measurements based on configuration from the SN after SCG failure in certain cases (e.g. UE cannot maintain the timing of PSCell). That means both MN and SN may not get the measurement result in some cases e.g UE cannot maintain the timing of PSCell. In this case, failed cell ID of CPC could be helpful for MN to be included in SCG failure information. In addition, multiple candidates for CPC are allowed to be configured for the UE. UE will select one cell for performing CPC if more than one cell meets the condition for CPC. Therefore, cell ID(s) meeting the CPC condition, which is not selected for CPC, also need to be included in the SCG failure information.
Observation 1: TS 37.340 points out that UE may not continue measurements based on configuration from the SN after SCG failure in certain cases (e.g. UE cannot maintain the timing of PSCell).
Observation 2: Both MN and SN may not get the measurement result in certain cases e.g UE cannot maintain the timing of PSCell.
Proposal 1: The following information to be included in SCG failure information could be helpful for MN.
· Failed cell ID for CPC

· Cell ID(s), which meet the CPC condition but is not selected by UE

As mentioned above, after UE reports SCG failure information to MN, the UE maintains the current measurement configurations from both the MN and the SN and the UE continues measurements based on configuration from the MN and the SN if possible. Another issue is whether UE should stop evaluating the CPC execution condition when the transmission of SCG failure information is triggered. After one CPC fails, UE is not allowed to perform another CPC even if the cell meets the execution condition. Therefore, we don’t see the necessity to continue evaluating the execution condition for CPC.
Observation 3: According to the current specification, UE continues measurements based on configuration from the MN and the SN if possible.
Proposal 2: UE should stop evaluating the CPC execution condition when the transmission of SCG failure information is triggered.
Conclusion

In this contribution, the following observations and proposals are given based on the discussion:
Observation 1: TS 37.340 points out that UE may not continue measurements based on configuration from the SN after SCG failure in certain cases (e.g. UE cannot maintain the timing of PSCell).
Observation 2: Both MN and SN may not get the measurement result in certain cases e.g UE cannot maintain the timing of PSCell.
Observation 3: According to the current specification, UE continues measurements based on configuration from the MN and the SN if possible.
Proposal 1: The following information to be included in SCG failure information could be helpful for MN.
· Failed cell ID for CPC

· Cell ID(s), which meet the CPC condition but is not selected by UE
Proposal 2: UE should stop evaluating the CPC execution condition when the transmission of SCG failure information is triggered.
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
