RAN2 would like to thank RAN4 for the LS on the LBT failures during active TCI switching (R2-2004369_R4-2005365) to ask RAN2 to provide the feedback on whether the UE shall declare beam failure due to LBT failures when configured with RRC-based active TCI state switching.
Regarding the LBT failure of the TCI state switching in the SCell/PSCell/PCell, RAN2 considers that the UE does not trigger beam failure. For SCell, the gNB by implementation can handle the failure by sending the control signaling via the PCell. As the current BFR procedure does not alleviate the LBT failure and could cause some confusions on whether the BFR is triggered by the LBT failure of TCI state switching or the beam failure, RAN2 prefers that the UE triggers the SCG failure report for the PSCell and the RRC connection re-establishment for the PCell.
