In clause 6.1.2 "Need codes and conditions for optional downlink fields", there is the following explanation:
The need code used within a CondX definition only applies for the case (part of the condition) where it is defined: A condition may have different need codes for different parts of the condition. In particular, the CondX definition may contain the following "otherwise the field is absent" parts:
-	"Otherwise, the field is absent": The field is not relevant or should not be configured when this part of the condition applies. In particular, the UE behaviour is not defined when the field is configured via another part of the condition and is reconfigured to this part of the condition. A need code is not provided when the transition from another part of the condition to this part of the condition is not supported, when the field clearly is a one-shot or there is no difference whether UE maintains or releases the value (e.g., in case the field is mandatory present according to the other part of the condition).
-	"Otherwise, the field is absent, Need R": The field is released if absent when this part of the condition applies. This handles UE behaviour in case the field is configured via another part of the condition and this part of the condition applies (which means that network can assume UE releases the field if this part of the condition is valid).
-	"Otherwise, the field is absent, Need M": The UE retains the field if it was already configured when this part of the condition applies. This means the network cannot release the field , but UE retains the previously configured value.

Nevertheless, there are a number of cases in 38.331 Rel-16 where "Otherwise, the field is absent" is used while the transition from another part tof the condition to this part of the condition is supported and the field is not one-shot.
For each case, it is not straightforward to appreciate whether "there is no difference whether the UE maintains or releases the value". Moreover, it may make no difference immediately, but it remains unclear, in case of transition back to a part of the condition where the field is used
Observation 1: Even if there is no difference whether the UE maintains or releases the field because, in the new configuration, the field is ignored, in case of a further reconfiguration so that the field is no more ignored, it is unclear whether the UE stores or releases the field, which could lead to functional errors.
Since addition of "Need R" cannot create any problem, and makes it clear that the network needs to resend the field, we suggest adopting such an approach in a rather systematic manner.
Proposal 1: For any condition added in Rel-16 including "Otherwise, the field is absent" while the transition from another part tof the condition to this part of the condition is supported and the field is not one-shot, add Need R, i.e. "Otherwise, the field is absent, Need R."

	DRB
	This field is mandatory present when the corresponding DRB is being set up, absent for SRBs. Otherwise this field is optionally present, need M.

	DRB2-Only
	This field is optionally present in case of DRB, need M. Otherwise, it is absent for SRBs.

	MoreThanOneRLC
	This field is mandatory present upon RRC reconfiguration with setup of a PDCP entity for a radio bearer with more than one associated logical channel and upon RRC reconfiguration with the association of additional logical channels to the PDCP entity.
The field is also mandatory present in case the field moreThanTwoRLC is included in PDCP-Config.
Upon RRC reconfiguration when a PDCP entity is associated with multiple logical channels, this field is optionally present need M. Otherwise, this field is absent. Need R.

	MoreThanTwoRLC
	For SRBs, this field is absent.
For DRBs, This this field is mandatory present upon RRC reconfiguration with setup of a PDCP entity for a radio bearer with more than two associated logical channels and upon RRC reconfiguration with the association of more than one additional logical channel to the PDCP entity.
Upon RRC reconfiguration when none of the RLC entities is re-established, this field is optionally present, Need M. Otherwise, the field is absent, Need R.

	Rlc-AM-UM
	For RLC AM or RLC UM ( if it is configured as DAPS bearer), the field is optionally present, need R. Otherwise, the field is absent.

	Setup
	The field is mandatory present in case of radio bearer setup. Otherwise the field is optionally present, need M.

	SplitBearer
	The field is absent for SRBs. Otherwise, the field is optional present, need M, in case of radio bearer with more than one associated RLC mapped to different cell groups.

	SplitBearer2
	[bookmark: _Hlk30403201]The field is mandatory present, in case of a split radio bearer. Otherwise the field is absent, Need R.

	ConnectedTo5GC
	The field is optionally present, need R, if the UE is connected to 5GC. Otherwise the field is absent.

	ConnectedTo5GC1
	The field is optionally present, need R, if the UE is connected to NR/5GC. Otherwise the field is absent.

	Setup2
	This field is mandatory present in case for radio bearer setup for RLC-AM and RLC-UM. Otherwise, this field is absent, Need M.

	This field is optionally present, Need R, in the PhysicalCellGroupConfig of the MCG. It is absent otherwise. 

	SCG-Only
	This field is optionally present, Need S, in the PhysicalCellGroupConfig of the SCG in (NG)EN-DC as defined in TS 38.213 [13]. It is absent otherwise.

	twoPUCCHgroup
	This field is optionally present, Need R, if secondary PUCCH group is configured. It is absent otherwise, Need R.

	The field is mandatory present if txConfig is set to codebook and absent otherwise.

	RepTypeB
	The field is optionally present, Need S, if pusch-RepTypeIndicatorForDCI-Format0-1 is set to pusch-RepTypeB. It is absent otherwise, Need R.

	Conditional Presence
	Explanation

	2StepOnlyL139
	The field is mandatory present if prach-RootSequenceIndex L=139 and no 4-step random access type is configured, otherwise the field is absent, Need S.

	2StepSUL
	The field is mandatory present in initialUplinkBWP in supplementaryUplink when both 2-step and 4-step RA type is configured; otherwise, the field is absent, Need R.

	2StepOnly
	The field is mandatory present if there are no 4-step random access configurations configured in the BWP, i.e only 2-step random access type configured in the BWP, otherwise the field is Need S.

	SharedRO
	The field is mandatory present if the 2-step random access type occasions are shared with 4-step random access type, otherwise the field is not present, Need R.

	2Step4Step
	The field is mandatory present if both 2-step random access type and 4-step random access type are configured in the BWP, otherwise the field is not present, Need R. 

	GroupBConfigured
	The field is mandatory present if msgA-PUSCH-ResourceGroupB is configured, otherwise the field is absent, Need R.

	Conditional Presence
	Explanation

	AsyncCA
	This field is mandatory present for SCells whose slot offset between the SpCell is not 0. Otherwise it is absent, Need S.

	CORESETPool
	This field is optionally present, Need M, if the field lte-CRS-ToMatchAround is not configured and CORESETPoolIndex configured with 1. It is absent, Need R, otherwise.

	DormantBWP
	The field is optionally present, Need M, for a (non-PUCCH) SCell when the UE is configured with a dormant BWP. It is absent, Need R, otherwise. 

	LTE-CRS
	This field is optionally present, Need M, if the field lte-CRS-ToMatchAround is not configured. It is absent, Need R, otherwise.

	MeasObject
	This field is mandatory present for the SpCell if the UE has a measConfig, and it is optionally present, Need M, for SCells.

	MultipleNonDormantBWP
	The field is optionally mandatory present, Need M, when the SCell is configured witha dormant bandwidth part more than one BWP-DownlinkDedicated with pdcch-Config present., It is absent, Need R, otherwise it is absent.

	MultipleNonDormantBWP-WUS
	The field is optionally mandatory present, Need M, when the SCell is configured with WUS and a dormant bandwidth part. It is absent, Need R, with more than one BWP-DownlinkDedicated with pdcch-Config present, otherwise it is absent.

	SCellOnly
	This field is optionally present, Need R, for SCells. It is absent otherwise. 

	ServingCellWithoutPUCCH
	This field is optionally present, Need S, for SCells except PUCCH SCells. It is absent otherwise.

	SyncAndCellAdd
	This field is mandatory present for a SpCell upon PCell change and PSCell addition/change and upon RRCSetup/RRCResume.
The field is mandatory present for an SCell upon addition.
For SpCell, the field is optionally present, Need N, upon reconfiguration without reconfigurationWithSync.
In all other cases the field is absent.

	TDD
	This field is optionally present, Need R, for TDD cells. It is absent otherwise.

	TDD_IAB
	For IAB-MT, this field is optionally present, Need R, for TDD cells. It is absent otherwise.

	Explanation

	Setup
	This field is mandatory present upon configuration of SRS-ResourceSet or SRS-Resource and optionally present, Need M, otherwise.

	NonCodebook
	This field is optionally present, Need M, in case of non-codebook based transmission, otherwise the field is absent.

	Pathloss
	The field is mandatory present if the IE SSB-InfoNcell pathlossReferenceRS-Pos is included in pathlossReferenceRS-Pos; otherwise it is optionally present, Need R	Comment by Intel: [RIL]: I668 [Delegate]: Intel (Sudeep)  [WI]: NrPos [Class]: 2 [Status]: ConcAgree WI-CR [TDoc]: None [Proposed Conclusion]: 
[Description]: Conditional presence as captured here does not seem right as it is written depending on presence of pathlossReferenceRS-Pos which is itself a Need M field and hence may not be present during delta configuration – unless it is really intended to be included when pathlossReferenceRS-Pos is configured the first time.  Even then, this usage makes it mandatory to include this field whenever pathlossReferenceRS-Pos is not present due to delta signalling.  Better to clarify in field description when network should configure the field.  
[Proposed Change]: Change condition to be not dependent on presence of pathlossReferenceRS-Pos but on its configuration and could also consider moving to field description.

	This field is optionally present, Need S, if ssb-IndexServing, or csi-RS-IndexServing, or srs-SpatialRelation is configured. This field is absent, Need R, if SSB or PRS from the neighbouring cell is configured
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
