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1 Introduction
In the last RAN2#109bis-e meeting, regarding whether or not to allow additional RLC entities to be configured for duplication, no consensus has been achieved, indicated as follows:


In this contribution, we aim to give our view on the topic.  
2 Discussion
As indicated in TS 38.306 V16.0.0, when UE is configured with PDCP duplication, the number of DRBs that a UE shall support is 8. The reason behind such note is that the DRB configured with PDCP duplication will have one additional RLC entity for data transmission in R15. Put it more clearly, it is a capability requirement related to number of the RLC entities employed. In R16, up to 4 RLC entities for PDCP duplication has been introduced. As a result, the number of DRBs that a UE shall support should be further reduced in principle. Suppose each DRB configured with R16 duplication has 4 transmission RLC entities, then according to the restriction, the network should only configure 4 such DRBs. 
But in practice, DRBs configured with R16 PDCP duplication might be armed with 3 RLC entities only. In such cases, the number of DRBs that a UE shall support should be more than 4. For instance, if UE is configured with 4 DRB, each of them is configured with 3 RLC transmission legs, then in total only 12 RLC transmission legs are employed. As the UE capability allows, the UE should be capable of being configured with 3 additional DRBs at most (if no duplication is configured on these 3 additional DRBs).
Therefore, it seems to us that it would be better to indicate the UE capability constraints in terms of the number of RLC bearers (entities) that a UE shall support, or at least clarify the number of DRBs UE shall support depends on the number of associated RLC bearers. 
Proposal 1: kindly asks RAN2 to agree that the UE capability constraints in terms of the number of RLC bearers (entities) that a UE shall support should be defined, or at least clarify the number of DRBs UE shall support depends on the number of associated RLC bearers.
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FFS: Allow additional RLC entities to be configured for duplication without impacting the maximum number of DRBs. Discuss further the conditions for allowing additional RLC entities to be configured.
