Introduction
At this RAN2 meeting, two incoming LSs have been received and both are from SA5 [1][2]. In this contribution, we are to provide our analysis regarding both LSs, e.g. potential RAN2 impacts, how to progress on them.

Discussion
For the incoming LS [1], the LS is to reply SA4 LS, and the main content is as below:
Reply to SA4:

The streaming indication has changed name to be more general (cover other services than streaming) to Recording Session Indication.
SA5 do not see any need for having the Recording Session Indication inside the container.
In the actions part, the following text is provided (from [1]).

ACTION: 
SA5 asks SA4, CT1, RAN2 and RAN3 groups to 

· Implement the QoE measurement collection function according to attached 28.405, please. Also note the change the name of the streaming indicator to Recording Session Indication.
We checked the TS 28.405 [1] and the latest version is v1.3.0 (upload date is 2020-05-12). Firstly, this TS has in total 53 pages. Secondly, it is our understanding that section 4.2 and section 5 may need more checks (for the targeted WGs as mentioned in [1]).

From technical point of view, the solutions defined in TS 28.405 v1.3.0 seems quite different from LTE Rel-15 QMC mechanism. If time allows, there should be technical discussions in RAN2 (and maybe other WGs) to decide how to progress on them.

From 3GPP procedure point of view, we have only one meeting for Rel-16 frozen, and we are not sure how much work are needed in RAN2 regarding the LS [1]. Assumed that there are ASN1 impacts in both RAN2 and RAN3, we are not sure whether we can complete all technical discussions plus agreeable CRs just in one meeting cycle. In addition, we observe that at least RAN2 and RAN3 may have some impacts due to [1], so it is not suitable to just have discussions via TEI topic.
For the incoming LS [2], it is from SA5 to RAN2 and RAN3, and CT 1 and SA4 are copied. The main contents are summarized as below:
· SA5 has completed TS 28.405 and needs other WGs to implement relevant changes to their responsible specs

· Responses to previous RAN2 LS

· Some analysis on TS 28.404 and 28.405
In the actions part, the following text is provided (from [2]).

To RAN2 and RAN3 groups.

ACTION: 
SA5 asks RAN2 group to 

· change the name of the streaming indicator to Recording Session Indication,
· implement the withinArea information being propagated at handover,
· implement the temporary stop,

· implement the Recording Session Indication

according to 28.405.
SA5 asks RAN3 group to 

· change the name of the streaming indicator to Recording Session Indication,

· implement the propagation of the QoE measurement collection at handover including the withinArea information

according to 28.405.

Compared with the incoming LS [1], the LS [2] provides detailed requests for RAN2 and RAN3. In addition, for the SA5 requests, there may be more discussions regarding UE capabilities, the co-ordinations between RAN2 and RAN3, and etc. So Rel-16 timeframe is not suitable for such discussions.
Observation 1: For [1] and [2], from technical point of view, RAN2 needs some discussions.
Observation 2: For [1] and[2], from 3GPP procedure point of view, it is not suitable to just have discussions via TEI topic because both RAN2 and RAN3 may have some impacts. In addition, it is quite challenging to do it in Rel-16 as we have only one meeting left before Rel-16 frozen.
Proposal 1: It is proposed to postpone the discussions related to [1] and [2].
