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1. Overall Description:
RAN2 would like to thank RAN4 for providing the LS in R4-2005365 and the question about whether the UE shall declare beam failure due to LBT failures when configured with RRC-based active TCI state switching.
[bookmark: _GoBack]RAN2 has discussed this issue and notes that unavailability of the reference signals (like SSB/CSI-RS) due to DL LBT failures after the TCI state switch would lead to beam failure instance indications from L1 to MAC in the beam failure detection (BFD) procedure. Beam failure will be declared after the number of beam failure instances (e.g., due to LBT failures in DL) reach a network configured threshold and beam failure recovery will be triggered. 
RAN2 would also like to note that this does not require UE to detect DL LBT failures and also requires no specification changes to the existing beam failure detection procedure.

2. Actions:

ACTION: 	RAN2 respectfully asks RAN4 to take the above information into account for their further discussions.
