NOTE:	8 per MAC entity with duplication.
However, as a DRB is not associated with a MAC entity, it is not crystal clear of the meaning of “8 per MAC entity”. According to the previous discussion, the intention of this NOTE should be that the maximum number of DRBs configured with PDCP duplication and with RLC entity(ies) associated with a MAC entity is 8.
2. The minimum UE requirement for the number of RLC bearers is not clear in specification and it is better to clarify.

	
	

	Summary of change:
	1. Clarify the NOTE of "8 per MAC entity with duplication" to be that “the maximum number of DRBs configured with PDCP duplication and with RLC entity(ies) associated with a MAC entity is 8”;
2. Clarify the minimum UE requirement for the number of RLC bearers to be:
· 16 RLC bearers per UE, if not supporting duplication (i.e. pdcp-DuplicationMCG-OrSCG-DRB or pdcp-DuplicationSplitDRB) or split bearers (i.e. splitDRB-withUL-Both-MCG-SCG);
· 16 RLC bearers per cell group, if supporting split bearers (i.e. splitDRB-withUL-Both-MCG-SCG or pdcp-DuplicationSplitDRB) but does not support CA duplication  (i.e. pdcp-DuplicationMCG-OrSCG-DRB);
· 24 RLC bearers per cell group, if supporting CA duplication (i.e. pdcp-DuplicationMCG-OrSCG-DRB).
