Based on the latest 38.331 CR for MDT [1], one RIL H365 is found, and this paper is to discuss the RIL H365.

In section 5.3.10.3 RLF, the following text is defined for RLF report. And the highlighted parts are about IAB and LBT feature.

upon indication from MCG RLC that the maximum number of retransmissions has been reached; or

For R16 MDT and SON, the highlighted parts were not discussed and agreed, and instead we only introduced basic RLF report feature. For the combinations (i.e. RLF report for IAB, RLF report for LBT), they are from two R16 WIs. We think that perhaps other WIs have checked the feasibility of the combinations.
Our observations are that firstly it seems no extra change compared to basic RLF report due to the combinations, and secondly, if any issue may be found for the combinations, it may need further discussions where and how to address them, e.g. in other WIs or MDT WI.
Currenlty, we have not seen issues for the combinations, so basically we think both conditions are accetable.
Observation 1: For RLF report for IAB, and RLF report for LBT, we have not seen issues.
