The UE shall:

for each condReconfigId within the VarCondtionalReconfig:

consider the cell which has a physical cell identity matching the value indicated in the ServingCellConfigCommon included in the reconfigurationWithSync in the received condRRCReconfig to be applicable cell;

for each measId included in the measIdList within VarMeasConfig indicated in the condExecutionCond associated to condReconfigId:

if the entry condition(s) applicable for this event associated with the condReconfigId, i.e. the event corresponding with the condEventId(s) of the corresponding condTriggerConfig within VarConditionalReconfig, is fulfilled for the applicable cells for all measurements after layer 3 filtering taken during the corresponding timeToTrigger defined for this event within the VarConditionaReconfig:

consider the event associated to that measId to be fulfilled;

Up to 2 MeasId can be configured for each condReConfigId. The conditional handover event of the 2 MeasId may have the same or different event conditions, triggering quantity
, time to trigger, and triggering threshold.

In the Note above, the wording “same or different” is applied for event conditions, triggering quantity, time to trigger and triggering threshold. We think that it is unreasonble for the following configuration:

· There are 2 MeasIds

· For both MeasIds, there are the same triggering quantities
In addition, it is reasonable to have the same time to trigger and triggering threshold, because they could be for different triggering quantities.
So we think that a clarification is needed in order to solve this issue. A TP is attached in section 5.
