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1 Introduction
There are a few features to be supported by Rel-16, but it is not clear whether any combination of these features can be configured and supported by Rel-16.
2 Discussion
In RAN2#109bis-e meeting, there was a discussion about whether to support simultaneous configuration of NPN and IAB, and it was agreed that “R2 make an attempt to support IAB functionality in non-public network deployments in R16 in R2#109bis and R2#110 meeting. If the agreeable CRs can be achieved before ASN.1 freeze, then it is supported. Otherwise, it is not supported in R16”.
We think that it is beneficial to have this kind of analysis on any combination of Rel-16 features, and see if the combinations are intended combinations, and if yes, RAN2 needs to further analyze if there is any problem to configure both from either signaling or functional point of view. 
A preliminary analysis has been done in the following table, but it is far less that enough.
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In the table above, some of the combinations should clearly be the intended combination, such as IIOT+eURLLC, which are both intended to support URLLC services. Another example could be Positioning+V2X, given that vehicles are supposed to support advanced positioning schemes. 
In some combinations, some of the features in a WI may be quite relevant to features in another WI. For example, in Mobility Enhancement WI, DAPS which is to support 0-ms handover is related to eURLLC, and both are intended to support lower latency from different perspectives. 
It is beneficial if RAN2 can identify the intended combinations of WIs from business use case’s point of view, and for those intended combinations, RAN2 should pay specific attention to make sure that features in each combination can be configured simultaneously from both signaling and functional point of view.
Proposal 1: RAN2 to identify which Rel-16 features are possible to be configured together from business use case’s point of view.
Proposal 2: For those intended combinations, RAN2 should pay specific efforts to make sure that features in each combination can be configured simultaneously from both signaling and functional perspective.
3 Conclusion and Proposals
In this contribution, we provided a preliminary analysis on cross-WI configurability.
Proposal 1: RAN2 to identify which Rel-16 features are possible to be configured together from business use case’s point of view.

Proposal 2: For those intended combinations, RAN2 should pay specific efforts to make sure that features in each combination can be configured simultaneously from both signaling and functional perspective.
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
