The procedural text for reception of short message with paging stop indication is captured in section “5.2.2.2.2 SI change indication and PWS notification”. During the previous meeting RAN2 discussed whether to change the title of the section and made following agreement on this:

Discussion
RAN2 agreed to keep the title of section 5.2.2.2.2 and move the explanation to section 6.5. This means that the procedural text for reception of paging stop indication in section 5.2.2.2.2 is no longer needed, but RAN2 didn’t make an explicit agreement to remove the procedural text from 5.2.2.2.2 in the last meeting. Therefore, the first proposal is

Remove paging related text in section 5.2.2.2.2.

stop monitoring PDCCH monitoring occasion(s) for paging in this Paging Occasion (PO).

Editor's Note: As the title of this clause is for SI change and PWS, introduction of stopPagingMonitoring in this clause should be discussed further.


In the section 6.5, there is already satisfactory explanation regarding the paging stop indication as follow:

The section 6.5 is a subsection of section 6 Protocol data units, formats and parameters (ASN.1), so adding a further specific UE behaviour in this section is undesirable. Therefore, no change is needed in section 6.5 to capture the previous agreement.
