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	Reason for change:
	CR254r1 for introducing RAN3 input to NPN was approved in RP#88-e in RP-201182. In this context the following below was added in subclause 16.7.1 with regards to NR-DC support:

NR-NR Dual Connectivity is supported within PNI-NPN and across PLMN and PNI-NPN.

The latter part underlined means NR-DC between a PLMN cell and PNI-NPN cell. However, this use-case was neither discussed nor agreed in RAN2. Furthermore, it is not clear which NR-DC or bearer options shall or can be supported across PLMN cell and PNI-NPN cell:

· NR-DC options: 1) PNI-NPN cell as MN, PLMN cell as SN; 2) PLMN cell as MN, PNI-NPN cell as SN.
· Bearer options: 1) MCG bearer; 2) SCG bearer; 3) Split bearer.

Furthermore, considering the fact that there is no requirement for NR-DC support across PLMN and PNI-NPN, and the unclarity of the value for supporting such use-case the concerned description should be better removed.

A PNI-NPN is a network deployed for non-public use which relies on network functions provided by a PLMN (see subclause 4.8). In PNI-NPN, a Closed Access Groups (CAG) identifies a group of subscribers who are permitted to access one or more CAG cells associated to the CAG. A CAG is identified by a CAG identifier broadcast in SIB1.
A CAG-capable UE can be configured with the following per PLMN (see clause 5.30.3.3 of TS 23.501 [3]):
-	an Allowed CAG list containing the CAG identifiers which the UE is allowed to access; and
-	a CAG-only indication if the UE is only allowed to access 5GS via CAG cells.
NR-NR Dual Connectivity is supported within PNI-NPN and across PLMN and PNI-NPN.
